She has worked
in Ghana for over 37 years. Allison lives in Australia but continues to be an Associate Professor and
adjunct lecturer at the Akrofi-Christaller Institute of Theology, Mission and Culture, Akropong-Akuapem,
Ghana. She has a BA (Hons – Geography, University of Sydney), MA in Environmental Geography
(University of Toronto), and a Ph.D. (Divinity, University of Edinburgh). She has had a varied career and
worked with UNICEF and the Australian Department of Foreign Affairs before serving as a missionary
with SIM Ghana for 25 years in church planting and research related to gospel and culture issues in the
Upper East Region of Ghana. She is fluent in Kasem and has published several books on the Kasena of
northern Ghana, culture and language learning as well as a variety of articles related to mission, Christian
history, gospel and culture and the environment.
